
  
   TENZINLING SPECIAL PACKAGE 
               3 NIGHT’S ITINERARY 
 

 
 
 
Whether you are visiting on business, wanting to shop till you drop or experience 
Bhutan’s rich culture, tradition and cuisine, we have our three night’s Tenzinling 
Special package to suit every traveler. 
This package acts a great base for exploring Bhutan’s cultural sites including Ta 
Dzong (National Museum in Paro), Taktsang ‘Tiger’s Nest’ Monastery and a visit to 
the ancient temple of Kyichu Lhakhang. 
 
 
 
Day 1 – Arrival, Check in, show around – Tenzinling staff shall welcome you in the 
airport and escort you till the resort. The resort is about 20 minutes drive from the 
Paro International Airport. You will be invited for a Paro town excursion towards the 
afternoon for acclimatization.

Day 2 – Ta Dzong, Rinpung Dzong and Kyichu Lhakhang – The Paro Rinpung 
Dzong is one of Bhutan’s most impressive and well known dzongs, and perhaps the 
finest example of Bhutanese architecture you will see. Rinpung means ‘fortress on a 
heap of jewels’. At the top of the hill above Rinpung Dzong is an old watch tower that 
was renovated in 1968 to house the National Museum. The unusual round building is 
said to be in the shape of a conch shell. It was completed in 1656 and was originally 
the ta dzong (watch tower) of Paro Dzong. Originating from the 7th century, Kyichu 



  
Lhakhang is one of the oldest Monasteries within which is one of the most sacred 
shrines in Bhutan. It is an important pilgrimage site comprising a twin set of temples. 
Overnight – Tenzinling 
 
 
 
Day 3 – Hike to Taktsang – Taktsang Monastery also called Tiger’s Nest is situated 
on a nearly vertical cliff at 3000m altitude north of Paro in Bhutan. A number of 
famous masters have meditated in caves near the current monastery. Guru Rinpoche 
in his manifestation of Dorje Drollo mediated on the Kagye cycle. After him, many 
great masters followed; among them were Milarepa, Padampa Sangye, Machik 
Lapdron and Thangtong Gyalpo.
